
Sing, Sang, Sung
A few Sundays ago, we had the privilege of learning from Dr Lim Swee Hong that God is bigger than our problems, issues and circumstances. He illustrated this with the passage in Acts 16: 25-34 where Paul and Silas sang hymns despite their imprisonment and pain. A miracle then happened – an earthquake opened the prison doors and they were freed and through this, the jailer and his family were saved. 

Tiffanie loves to visit a kid’s website “Up-To-Ten”. There are lots of cute cartoon characters with lots of games and activities aimed at teaching kids proper behavior. In a certain game, Kwala, a cute yellow furry Koala, had to visit the clinic as he was not feeling well. In the clinic, Kwala then realized that he had to take an injection and he became afraid. In a bid to overcome his fear, he burst out in a simple jingle which all kids can easily learn. It goes like this - “I’m not afraid of anything, I’m not afraid when I sing.”
In Psalms 138, we are reminded to sing songs of praise to God despite our circumstances and God will answer us.

“I will praise You, O LORD, with all my heart; before the "gods" I will sing Your praise. I will bow down toward Your holy temple and will praise Your name for Your love and Your faithfulness, for You have exalted above all things Your name and Your word. When I called, You answered me; You made me bold and stouthearted.” 

Kwala taught kids to sing his jingle when they are in fear but it is a song of distraction – a distraction from the fear and pain. The Psalmists however encourage us to sing praises to God not as a form of distraction. They encourage us to sing praises because we are sure of the source, which is God. God does not distract us from the pain; He enables us to endure the pain. And through our singing in spite of the pain and fear, we bear testimony of God’s goodness and grace to others. People will ask and wonder why are we able to carry on in a life of praise despite the pain, the fear and the uncertainty? And that is where we point them to our source. 
So let us always remember to sing songs of praise today just as we have sang it yesterday and just as we have sung it a hundred times before. Let us sing songs of praise everyday.
